Criteria for credentialing physicians in Cardiac Electrophysiology

Emory University Hospital-Midtown.

These criteria follow the guidelines for Level 3 competency in Invasive Cardiac Electrophysiology suggested by the Task Force 6 (TF6) of the American College of Cardiology:

1.  Three years of Cardiology training and an additional year of dedicated training in clinical cardiac electrophysiology in a program accredited by the Accreditation Council for Graduate Medical Education. Alternatively, the applicant can also meet the requirement by completing a minimum two years of Cardiology fellowship followed by two years in a dedicated and credentialed electrophysiology program. Therefore, the applicant must complete a minimum of four (4) years of combined Cardiology and Clinical Cardiac Electrophysiology training.

2.  A minimum number of specialized procedures as the primary operator such as pacemaker implants (50), ICD implants (25), biventricular pacing systems (15), trans-septal cardiac catheterizations (10), and catheter ablation of supraventricular and/or ventricular arrhythmia-not including atrial fibrillation ablation-(75). The applicant must provide documentation supporting completion of these requirements.

3.  Applicants requesting specific privileges to perform atrial fibrillation ablation must have performed 50 atrial fibrillation ablations as the primary operator under direct supervision in an ACGME-credentialed program. The applicant must also demonstrate experience and proficiency in pericardiocentesis (5) in order to perform atrial fibrillation ablation. The applicant must provide documentation supporting completion of these requirements.

4.  Applicants requesting privileges for lead extraction must have performed at least 25 lead extractions as the primary operator under the supervision in an ACGME-credentialed program. The applicant must provide documentation supporting completion of these requirements.

5.  In addition to the above requirements, the applicant must pass the Clinical Cardiac Electrophysiology Board Certification examination within the two (2) years after completion of electrophysiology fellowship training. Failure to pass the examination within two years will result in the revocation of privileges. The individual not meeting the Board certification criterion may apply or reapply for privileges after passing the examination and obtaining Board Certification in Clinical Cardiac Electrophysiology.

Privileges for implanting pacemakers will be limited only to those non-electrophysiology specialist physicians currently having those privileges and who have maintained the minimum number of implants (12 per calendar year) to preserve privileges according to current Hospital credentialing guidelines.

Privileges to implant automatic defibrillators will be limited only to those physicians meeting the criteria for cardiac electrophysiology privileges outlined in 1-4 above. The Hospital will specifically NOT grant ICD implant privileges to non-Cardiac Electrophysiologists who meet the recommendations for expanded credentials suggested by the Heart Rhythm Society.

Emory University Hospital-Midtown is a tertiary care-high level of specialty Hospital that will maintain the highest practice standards in Clinical Cardiac Electrophysiology and heart rhythm management device implantation.  
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
