	Admission and assessment, diagnosis and treatment of patients in the Intensive Care Unit for problems in which patient is hemodynamically recoverable, but in which there may be delirium or fluctuating vital signs due to an acute problem.  Such a medical problem must be clearly diagnosed as one that is immediately treatable and recoverable. 

	
	
	
	
	
	
	
	
	Admission, assessment, diagnosis and treatment of patients to the Coronary Care Unit/ICU for symptoms suggesting acute myocardial infarction or ischemia, to be observed under a plan to rule out myocardial infarction.  Patients with confirmed acute myocardial infarction may be cared for as long as they remain hemodynamically stable with no life-threatening dysrhythmias
