Current certification in Pediatrics and/or active participation in the examination process leading to certification in the relevant pediatric subspecialty by the American Board of Pediatrics or the American Osteopathic Board of Pediatrics.

Special Procedures: Successful completion of an approved, recognized course when such exists, or acceptable supervised training in residency, fellowship or other acceptable experience, and documentation of competence to obtain and retain clinical privileges as set forth in medical staff policies governing the exercise of specific privileges.

Reappointment Requirements: Current demonstrated competence and experience with acceptable results in the privileges requested for the past 24 months based on results of quality assessment/improvement activities and outcomes.

	Admit patients, perform history and physical examinations, make diagnosis and order studies, treat medical conditions with pharmacologic agents, manage fluid / electrolyte / nutrition status, and obtain consultations through the age of 21. Management of the well newborn.

Perform and interpret lab studies including blood glucose finger stick test (Accuchek® or equivalent), fecal smears for leukocytes, gram stain of aspirate or culture specimen, test occult blood in stool or gastric contents (Hemoccult® or equivalent), urine dipstick, urine microscopy, and vaginal wet prep.

Developmental delay, diagnose, manage and control Epistaxis.

	Pediatric Cardiology: Admit, evaluate, diagnose, and provide treatment or consultative services to children and adolescents presenting with cardiovascular disease.



	
	
	
	Pediatric Gastroenterology: Admit, evaluate, diagnose, and provide treatment to children and adolescents presenting with illnesses, injuries, and disorders of the stomach, intestines, and related structures such as the esophagus, liver, gallbladder, and pancreas, including the provision of consultation.

	
	
	
	Pediatric Hematology: Admit, evaluate, diagnose, and provide treatment to children and adolescents presenting with illnesses, injuries, and disorders of the blood and blood-forming tissues and the immunologic system.

	
	
	
	Pediatric Infectious Disease: Admit, evaluate, and diagnose children and adolescents-including newborns and infants, with infections or suspected infections or immunologic diseases. Privileges include but are not limited to management of an unusually severe infection caused by a virus, fungus, bacteria, or parasite; and interpretation of laboratory test related to infectious disease.

	
	
	
	Pediatric Nephrology: Admit, evaluate, diagnose, or provide consultative services to children and adolescents presenting with illnesses or disorders of the kidneys and urinary tract. Privileges include, peritoneal dialysis, placement of peritoneal dialysis catheter, percutaneous renal biopsy, biochemical monitoring and treatment, and nutritional therapy.

	
	
	
	Pediatric Neurology: Admit, evaluate, diagnose, or provide consultative services to children and adolescents including newborns and infants except where specifically excluded from practice with illnesses or injuries of the neurologic system including EEG interpretation, EMG and nerve conduction velocity interpretation, somatosensory evoked response; auditory evoked response; visual evoked response and testing.
