	pulling pacing wires,

	inserting invasive monitoring lines,

	placing central venous or pulmonary artery catheters,

	insertion and removal of chest tubes,

	initiating emergency treatment other than to institute CPR,

	insertion or removal of intra-aortic balloon pump.
